Fast Facts On The Georgia-Auburn Series
*Saturday will mark the 130th meeting between Georgia and Auburn, and the Bulldogs lead the 
Deep South’s oldest rivalry 65-56-8. Georgia is 19-12-2 against Auburn at Jordan-Hare Stadium.
*Georgia has won eight straight in the series and 19 of the past 26 contests since 2000. 
*Georgia’s longest winning streak in the series is nine from 1923-1931 with eight of those games 
in Columbus and one in Athens. The series was played in Columbus from 1916-28 and 1930-58.
*Under Kirby Smart, the Bulldogs are 9-1 against the Tigers including 3-1 on the Plains.
*The Bulldogs are allowing 18.4 points a game while the Tigers surrender just 16.4.
*The Bulldogs rank sixth nationally in Red Zone Defense, allowing points just 67 percent of the 
time. The Tigers lead the nation in Red Zone Scoring, going 14-for-14 with 10 TDs and 4 field goals.
*Georgia and Auburn rank among the league’s best in stopping the run with the Bulldogs allowing 
82 rushing yards a game (4th in SEC) while the Tigers check in at 88.0 (6th in SEC).
*Georgia has given up three rushing touchdowns this season. The Tigers have recorded 12 rushing 
touchdowns this year after having a total of 13 last year.
*Georgia has registered seven sacks and allowed six this year while Auburn has tallied 16 sacks 
but has allowed an SEC-leading 21 this season.

Playing With FPE (Fire, Passion & Energy)
*One of Georgia’s main themes during the preseason and now in 2025 will be to play with “FPE.” 
*Fifty-four percent of Georgia’s roster consists of players in their first or second season here.
*The Bulldog defense is allowing just 18.4 points a game and has posted 10 scoreless quarters this 
season. Opponents have scored 55 points in the first half and just 34 in the second half of regulation. 
Georgia blanked then No. 17 Alabama in the second half while Kentucky managed seven points.
*After falling behind in its first two SEC games in the first quarter and at halftime, Georgia led 
the entire game against Kentucky. 
*Due to injuries, Georgia has started five different offensive line units this season. 
*In the 35-14 win over Kentucky in Athens last Saturday, the Bulldogs started a pair of true 
freshmen offensive lineman (Juan Gaston Jr., and Dontrell Glover) for the first time since 2008. 
Georgia posted 425 yards of total offense and did not allow a sack.
*Against No. 17 Alabama, the Bulldogs rushed for 227 yards on 33 carries for a 6.9 average. UA 
registered one sack. With 13:25 left in the contest, Georgia was in position to tie or take its first 
lead of the night when it turned it over on downs at the UA 11 and eventually lost 24-21.
*Redshirt junior quarterback Gunner Stockton is in his first season as a starter, and he has ac-
counted for 11 touchdowns, a team-high five on the ground plus has thrown six. He had a streak 
of 157 consecutive passing attempts without an interception end in the UK game.
*Stockton helped Georgia pass its first SEC road start, leading the Bulldogs to a 44-41 win in 
overtime against No. 15 Tennessee in front of a crowd of 101,915. Georgia trailed five different 
times including in OT. The Auburn game will be only the second road game this season.
*Georgia registered 502 yards of offense (198-rushing, 304-passing) on 87 plays in the road win 
over No. 15 UT while the Vols tallied 496 yards (125-rushing, 371-passing) on 70 plays. Georgia 
is 4-6 when allowing 40 points in the Smart era including 3-1 since 2022.

SMART Football
*Kirby Smart is in his 10th season at the helm of his alma mater with a 109-20 mark. He is one 
of only two active coaches (Dabo Swinney, Clemson) with multiple national championships.  
*Georgia is the only team in the CFP-era to win back-to-back national titles, doing it in 2021-2022. 
*In 2024, the Bulldogs made their fourth straight appearance in the SEC Championship Game 
(SECCG) and seventh overall trip under Smart. After a 22-19 overtime win over then No. 2 Texas, 
the Bulldogs claimed their 15th SEC title in school history and the No. 2 seed in the CFP. 
*Georgia is 35-3 in its last 38 SEC regular season games. The 2024 Bulldogs finished 6-2 in the 
SEC including making road trips to #1 Texas (W), #4 Alabama (L) and #16 Ole Miss (L) plus a 
home game against #7 Tennessee (W). This year, Georgia is 2-1 in league play, beating No. 15 
Tennessee in Knoxville, saw its 33-game home winning streak snapped by No. 17 Alabama and 
then bouncing back with a victory over Kentucky.

 Redshirt junior Gunner Stockton, a 6-1, 215-pound native of Tiger, Ga.,  
is 4-2 as starter in his career. He has six passing TDs and five rushing scores.
*Directed 35-14 win over UK and completed 15-for-23 for 196 yards, 1 TD, 1 
INT and 48 rushing yards on six attempts with 2 TDs.
*Finished 13-for-20 for 130 yards and 1 TD plus ran five times for 22 yards in 
a 24-21 home loss to No. 17 UA on Sept. 27.
*Won first SEC road start at No. 15 Tennessee in front of a crowd of 101,915. 
*Named Davey O’Brien National QB of the Week after 44-41 overtime win 
over #15 UT. Georgia trailed five times, including 21-7 after the 1st quarter, 
38-30 with 6:40 left in regulation, and in OT.
*Successful home debut in the 2025 opening win over Marshall as the team’s 
leading rusher (73 yards on 10 attempts with 2 scores) plus threw for 190 
yards and 2 TDs...First Georgia player to have two passing TDs and two rush-
ing scores in a season opener in the past 80 years per ESPN Stats.
*2024 Highlights: Started the 2nd half of the 2024 SECCG against Texas who 
had the No. 1 rated pass defense and No. 3 total defense after Carson Beck was 
injured...Led the Bulldogs on scoring drives of 75, 61 and 72 yards in three 
of the first four possessions and then the game-winning TD in OT...Made first 
career start versus No. 5 Notre Dame in the CFP Quarterfinal Allstate Sugar 
Bowl (20-for-32 for 234 yards, 1 TD despite being sacked four times).

Bowens And Frazier Providing 1-2 Punch
 Georgia is averaging 206.8 rushing yards per game with 16 TDs.
*Redshirt freshman Chauncey Bowens made his first career start in the win 
over UK and provided 70 yards on a career-high 15 carries. He enjoyed a 
breakout performance against No. 17 UA, posting a career-best 119 yards on 
12 carries (9.9 average) including a 43-yard scamper. 
*Bowens is the only Bulldog to go over 100 rushing yards in a game this year.
*Sophomore Nate Frazier started the first four games. He ranks second on the 
team with 253 yards on 50 attempts and two scores. 
*Sophomore Dwight Phillips Jr.,  senior Cash Jones and redshirt senior Josh 
McCray, provide various looks too. McCray has three TDs in 21 attempts. 
*The Bulldogs had 55 rushes for 198 yard in the win at No. 15 UT. Frazier had 
a team-long 21-yard burst on the first play in overtime to set up the game-win-
ning score by McCray who notched a pair of scores in the triumph.
*Jones is known for breaking tackles, being a solid blocker and receiver with 
a 16-yard TD catch against UK. 
*Phillips finished with 55 yards on seven carries including a team-best 23-
yard scamper against Austin Peay. He is averaging 7.5 yards per carry.

Ready To Receive
 The Bulldogs are averaging 231.8 receiving yards a game.
*Georgia’s leading receivers have been senior Colbie Young (18-for-247 
yards, 1 TD), junior Zachariah Branch (18-for-234 yards, 2 TDs) and junior 
London Humphreys (11-for-140 yards, 2 TDs). Branch has the longest re-
ception of the season, a 47-yarder for a TD against Marshall.
*Young had seven catches for 76 yards in the win over Austin Peay and then 
followed that up with four receptions for 73 yards at No. 15 UT.  He led the 
team with four catches for 59 yards and a score against No. 17 UA.
*Branch had a team-high five catches for 69 yards in the road win over No. 15 
UT. Against the Vols, he registered a 36-yard TD and caught the game-tying 
two-point conversion with 2:32 left in the contest. 
*Humphreys had THE catch of the season. Down 38-30 with 2:38 remaining 
in the game at No. 15 UT, it was 4th-and-6. He hauled in a 28-yard touchdown 
strike from Gunner Stockton.
*Senior Noah Thomas had three catches for 24 yards against the Govs, and 
those are his only receptions on the year. Still, he’s proven to be a team player.

For Whom The Bell Totes
 Senior Dillon Bell has shown he can catch it, run it and even throw it. 
*As a wideout this year, he has 11 catches for 89 yards with most of that com-
ing against UK when he had four for 68 yards including an impressive 33-yard 
grab down the sideline. Bell has nine career TD receptions.
*Bell has flashed in the running game too with a 43-yard dash on a reverse 
against No. 17 UA. He had two scores in the win against UK. For the year, he 
has five carries for 42 yards. Bell has five career rushing TDs in 39 attempts.  
*In 2023, he threw an 18-yard TD in a road win over Tennessee. 

Next Man Up Again On The Line 
 Georgia was banged up on the offensive line in 2024 while facing the na-
tion’s toughest schedule per ESPN’s FPI. Still, the Bulldogs won another SEC 
title. This year, the Bulldogs have a retooled group because All-American Tate 



Ratledge, Dylan Fairchild, Jared Wilson and Xavier Truss are all in the NFL. 
*Due to injuries, Georgia has used a different starting unit in all five games. 
While the left side has been the same with Monroe Freeling (LT) and redshirt 
senior Micah Morris (LG) plus Drew Bobo (C) in the middle, the Bulldogs 
have employed three different starting right guards and four different starting 
right tackles. Freeling has longest the starting streak on the line at 10 games, 
but he left the UK game in the first quarter with a leg injury and did not return. 
*Bobo earned Outland Trophy National Player of the Week honors for his 
performance in leading the line in the road win over No. 15 UT.
*True freshman Juan Gaston Jr. has started at right guard and most recently 
right tackle while true freshman Dontrell Glover has started the last three 
games at right guard.
*Redshirt junior Earnest Greene III (RT), who has 25 career starts, has been 
hampered with a back injury, missing three games including the past two. 
*Redshirt freshmen Bo Hughley saw action at right tackle late in the win at 
No. 15 UT and made his first career start there against No. 17 UA. 
*The Bulldogs did not allow a sack in their first two games before the Vols 
collected three. Still, when the UT game was on the line, the offensive line 
came through. In overtime, it was three rushing plays for 25 yards that rallied 
the No. 6 Bulldogs to victory. Also of note, when Georgia trailed No. 15 UT 
21-17 to start the 3rd quarter, the Bulldogs leaned on their running game, go-
ing 75 yards for a TD on 14 plays (13 rushes) to take their first lead.
*Did You Know? Gaston joined Andrew Thomas (RT, 2017) as the only true 
freshman offensive lineman to start a season opener in the Smart era. Thomas  
went on to be a first round pick (fourth overall selection) in the 2020 NFL draft 
by the New York Giants. He remains a starter for the Giants.

Tight Ends Always In The Game Plan
 Currently, six former Bulldog tight ends are in the NFL, most notably 
Brock Bowers (Las Vegas). The current Bulldogs aim to continue that trend. 
*Junior Lawson Luckie (4 rec., 31 yards) and senior Oscar Delp (4 rec., 
87 yards) are playing the lead roles. Redshirt freshmen Jaden Reddell has 
appeared in all five games this year. Highly-touted freshmen Ethan Barbour 
and Elyiss Williams (4 rec., 71 yards, 1 TD) have contributed too. 
*Barbour joined Delp in the starting lineup in the opener while Williams 
notched a 23-yard TD on his first career catch. Incidentally, the last Bulldog to 
do that was Delp in 2022 against South Carolina. Barbour injured his left leg 
at the end of the first half against Austin Peay. He is now out.
*In the road win over No. 15 UT, Luckie had three catches for 25 yards while 
Delp had one for 18 yards. Georgia posted a season-high 502 yards of offense.
*A tight end did not have a catch against Austin Peay, marking the first time 
that happened since a 2021 win over Arkansas. Georgia was 7-for-11 that day.
*Did You Know? Luckie is a second generation Bulldog. His father Mike (LB) 
was part of Bulldog triplets from 1996-98 (uncles Dustin-LB and Miles-C).
*Did You Know? Delp is a 2025 semifinalist for the Campbell Trophy.

Defense Making Adjustments
 Georgia has had 55 players drafted over the past five seasons, including 
30 on defense and 11 of those defenders have gone in the first round. 
*Opponents have scored 92 points this year (18.4 ppg). 
*In 2025, opponents have scored 28 points in the 1st quarter (21 of those at 
#15 UT) and 27 in the 2nd quarter. However, in the 2nd half, the Bulldogs have 
allowed just 34 points (plus 3 points in OT).
*Blanked No. 17 UA in the 2nd half after it scored 24 points in the first half. 
*UK had seven points in the 1st half, and it’s final TD came courtesy of a 23-
yard drive following a turnover with 1:51 left and Georgia up 35-7.

Stopping The Run Starts Up Front
 One of the hallmarks of an elite defense is stopping the run. Georgia ranks 
13th nationally, allowing only 82.0 yards a game. 
*Marshall was limited to 78 rushing yards on 31 attempts while Austin Peay 
gained just 45 rushing yards on 28 attempts. 
*No. 15 UT came in averaging 252.5 rushing ypc and 605 yards of total offense/
game; UT posted 125 rushing yards (34 att.) and 496 yards of total offense.
*No. 17 UA was limited to 117 yards (38 att.) for a 3.1 average while UK 
averaged 188 yards and finished with only 45 yards on 22 attempts.
*Redshirt junior Christen Miller and juniors Jordan Hall and Gabe Harris 
Jr., are the veterans up front. Miller had two tackles and three QB pressures 
versus No. 15 UT. Hall battled leg injuries last year that limited him to six 

games and admitted that rehabbing the mental side more than the physical was 
the toughest part. Hall made his first career start in the 2025 opener against 
Marshall, made three tackles against No. 15 UT and tied his career-high with 
four stops versus No. 17 UA.
*Redshirt freshmen Joseph Jonah-Ajonye, Nnamdi Ogboko, and Jordan 
Thomas, redshirt sophomores Xzavier McLeod and Josh Horton (Miami) 
and freshmen Elijah Griffin and JJ Hanne are in the rotation. 
*Jonah-Ajonye and Griffin posted a career-high three stops versus Austin 
Peay while Horton made three tackles against No. 17 UA. Ogboko got his 
first career sack versus UK. 

Allen, Wilson And Johnson Leading the Second Level
 Juniors CJ Allen and Raylen Wilson are the top two tacklers while 
sophomore Quintavius Johnson is coming off a career-best five stops in the 
win over UK. This trio of linebackers has started every game this season. 
*Allen (36 tackles, 3.5 TFL, 2 Sacks) notched his first career forced fumble 
and fumble recovery in the latest victory over UK. He collected a team-best 
eight stops against No. 17 UA. Wilson has 32 tackles and 2.5 TFL on the year. 
*In the win at  No. 15 UT, Allen made a career-high 11 stops with two QB 
pressures and Wilson collected a career-best nine stops and three QB pressures.
*Sophomore Justin Williams posted a career-high six stops versus UK. 
*Sophomore Chris Cole has a team-best three sacks. He made a career-high 
six tackles with one sack and two QB pressures against No. 15 UT.

A Passing Grade
 Georgia’s opponents are averaging 231.2 passing yards per game and 
have thrown for eight TDs this season. 
*The Bulldog defense has four interceptions and generated seven sacks.
*The top passing attack came at No. 15 Tennessee as the Vols were averaging 
352 yards, and Joey Aguilar tallied 371 yards in a shootout. Coming in to that 
game, the Bulldogs had not allowed a passing TD, and the Vols collected four 
on the day including three big ones that covered 32, 56 and 72 yards.
*Junior Joenel Aguero, who made a career-best seven tackles versus the Vols, 
and sophomore KJ Bolden came up with interceptions in the road win.
*Ty Simpson and No. 17 UA netted 280 passing yards, completing 25 of 39 
attempts plus featured a 68% conversion rate (13-of-19) on 3rd Down.
*Kentucky aired it out in Athens, completing 25-of-41 passes for 225 yards 
and two scores. Redshirt freshman Ellis Robinson IV notched his second INT 
of the year to go with a career-high four tackles.

*Thorson’s career average of 45.7 (5,575/122) ranks 2nd best in school history, 
trailing only Jake Camarda’s record mark of 45.8 set from 2018-21. 
*In his first two games back in 2025, Thorson was named to the “Ray’s 8,” the 
weekly Ray Guy Award group. At #15 Tennessee, he had three punts for a 47.7 
average including a long of 52 with two placed inside the 20 and no return yards.
*In the 2024 SEC Championship Game, Thorson’s season ended due to a 
knee injury during a return after a punt. He missed the 2025 opener while still 
recovering with redshirt freshman Drew Miller serving as the punter. Thorson 
returned to his starting role in week two versus Austin Peay.

Dooley Field At Sanford Stadium Quick Facts  
 *Named for the late Dr. S. V. Sanford, former president of the University and 
Chancellor of the University system.
 *An overflow crowd of 30,000 saw the stadium’s first game on October 12, 
1929, when Yale University made its only trip South.  Georgia won the now famous 
game when a young sophomore end from Macon, Vernon “Catfish” Smith, scored 
all 15 of the Bulldogs’ points. Final score, Georgia 15, Yale 0.
 *Through the years, the stadium has experienced various projects including 
adding lights at fiel level, double-decking the stands, closing in the West End, building 
SkySuites on both sides, work to Reed Plaza and renovating the West End Zone.
 *Sanford Stadium played host to the medal round of the 1996 Olympic men’s 
and women’s soccer, watched y over 3 billion people around the world on television.
 *Prior to Georgia’s 2019 home opener, the playing field at Sanford Stadium 
was formally renamed in honor of Vince Dooley, the Bulldogs’ all-time winningest 
head coach. Dooley served as head football coach of the Bulldogs from 1964 through 
1988 and director of athletics from 1979 to 2004. As head coach, he won 201 games, 
one national championship and six SEC championships. While Dooley was athletic 
director, UGA won 23 national championships and 78 SEC team championships.
 *The latest development was a two-year project completed in 2024  that featured 
a new press box, additional premium seating, restrooms, concessions and expanded 
concourse on the 100-level south side. It raised capacity to 93,033.

Mascot Facts And More About Uga XI, a.k.a “Boom”  
 *Georgia’s Uga has established himself as the nation’s most well-known mas-
cot. The line of pure white English bulldogs, which epitomizes everything Georgia, 
has been owned by the Frank W. “Sonny” Seiler family of Savannah, Ga., since 
Uga I first graced the campus in 1956. Currently, Uga XI, aka “Boom” is in his 
third season with a record of 28-5. 
 *Boom is the 11th solid white English Bulldog to serve as Georgia’s mascot 
since the line began in 1956 courtesy of the Seiler family of Savannah. In the off-
season, Boom resides with his family in Savannah.
 *Through the years, Uga has been defined by his spiked collar, a symbol of the 
position which he holds.  He was given his name, an abbreviation for the universi-
ty, by William Young of Columbus, a law school classmate of Seiler.  Each of the 
Uga mascots is awarded a varsity letter in the form of a plaque, identical to those 
presented to all Bulldog athletes who letter in their respective sports.
 *As determined and published by the Pitt Press, the Uni ver sity of Georgia is 
the only major college that actually buries its mascots within the confines of the sta-
dium. Ugas I-IX are buried in marble vaults near the main gate in the embankment 
of the South stands.  Epitaphs to the dogs are inscribed in bronze, and before each 
home game, flowers are  placed on their graves.
 *For the past 20 years, Uga’s jerseys have been custom-made each season 
from the same material used for the players’ jerseys.  Old jerseys are destroyed.

 *Uga’s on-field home is a permanent air con di tion ed doghouse located next to 
the cheerleader’s platform.  The custom-made doghouse is a gift from the Bahamian 
Bull dog Club of Nassau, Bahamas, through the courtesy of Fred Hazlewood.

be coming later this year. For 2026, Georgia’s nine SEC opponents will include 
Auburn, South Carolina, Missouri, Vanderbilt and Oklahoma in Athens, Florida in 
Atlanta (due to stadium renovations in Jacksonville) and road games at Alabama, 
Arkansas and Ole Miss. The remaining three non-conference games are TBA.
 *Under the new SEC format, each school will play three annual opponents and 
the remaining six games will rotate among the rest of the conference schools. Geor-
gia’s annual opponents through 2029 will be Auburn, Florida and South Carolina.

 ATHENS, Ga. — The fifth-ranked Georgia football team opened its 
season Saturday afternoon with a 45-7 win over Marshall at Sanford Stadi-
um, extending the nation’s longest home winning streak to 32 games. The 
sellout crowd of 93.033, along with a national television audience on ESPN, 
saw quarterback Gunner Stockton run for a pair of touchdowns and throw 
for two more, while the Bulldog defense held the Thundering Herd to just 
seven first downs.
 Georgia outgained Marshall 488-207, with the Bulldogs rushing for 239 
and throwing for 249; five different Bulldogs scored touchdowns. Defensive-
ly, Georgia held the Herd to just 72 yards of offense through the first three 
quarters. Linebacker Raylen Wilson paced the defense with seven stops, 
including two for loss.
 Marshall got the ball to start the game and immediately ran into a stout 
Georgia defense. The Herd lost a yard over three plays and quickly punted. 
The Bulldog offense then went 70 yards in eight plays, taking a 7-0 lead on 
Dwight Phillips, Jr.’s 17-yard touchdown run. Stockton found wideout Zach-
ariah Branch for a 25-yard gain on third-and-3 earlier in the drive, and then 
Stockton ran for 14 yards on fourth-and-2 at the Herd 31. Phillips scored on 
the next play.
 Just like the opening drive, the Bulldogs ran the ball in for their second 
score. This time, it was Stockton with an effective fake handoff to Chauncey 
Bowens that gave the quarterback space to run the ball in from the 13 on 
fourth-and-1, making it 14-0. Stockton and Branch also connected for a big 
gain on third down on this drive, a 23-yarder on third-and-5.
 With 10:15 left in the first half, Georgia got its first big special teams 
play of the season, a blocked punt by KJ Bolden deep in Marshall territory. A 
couple of plays later, Stockton ran the ball in for an 11-yard touchdown and 
a 21-0 lead with 9:07 on the clock.
 Bulldog kicker Peyton Woodring connected on a 43-yard field goal at-
tempt with 24 seconds remaining in the half, giving Georgia a 24-0 lead.
 Georgia’s offense got the ball to begin the third quarter and showed 
some explosiveness with a 47-yard touchdown pass from Stockton to 
Branch, who took the screen pass to the left and covered all 47 yards after 
the catch. Stockton’s third career touchdown pass made it 31-0 with 13:13 
left in the quarter.
 A Stockton pass to wideout London Humphreys in the back of the end 
zone on fourth down at the Marshall 2 made it 38-0 with 3:51 to play in the 
third quarter. Ryan Puglisi led the Bulldogs to another touchdown, finding 
tight end Elyiss Williams for a 23-yard score and a 45-0 lead with 14:18 left 
in the game. Marshall got on the scoreboard with 10:27 to go, with Joshon 
Barbie scoring on a 1-yard run.

The Bulldogs’ 32-game home win streak 
is both a school record and the longest active streak in the FBS. The 
NCAA record is 58, set by Miami from 1985-94.

• Backup QB Ryan Puglisi found tight end Elyiss Williams for a 23-yard 
score and a 45-0 lead with 14:18 left in the game. It was the first career 
touchdown pass for Puglisi, and the first career catch (and score) for 
Williams.

• Saturday’s win was a little different from the only other meeting between 
the Bulldogs and Thundering Herd. When Marshall visited Georgia in 
2004, the Bulldogs got behind 3-0 before winning 13-3.

• The Branch brothers, Zachariah and Zion, made strong debuts for the 
Bulldogs after transferring from USC. Zachariah led the wideouts with 
three catches for 98 yards and a 47-yard touchdown, while Zion, a re-
serve safety, tied for the team lead with seven tackles.

• Safety KJ Bolden’s biggest play was on special teams, when he blocked 
a punt that was recovered by linebacker Terrell Foster at the Marshall 
20-yard line.

• The captains for the Marshall game were offensive linemen Earnest 
Greene, III and Drew Bobo, linebacker CJ Allen and defensive lineman 
Christen Miller. The Thundering Herd won the toss and elected to re-
ceive the opening kickoff.

Coach Kirby Smart said… 
“I am happy for these kids. They work year-round. You only get so many 
games. I was really pleased with our guys coming out with a great attitude, 
great opening drive, converted some fourth downs. Really big drive to start 
the second half to kind of put it out of reach.

 ATHENS, Ga. — After a weather delay of more than two hours, the 
fourth-ranked Georgia football team knocked off Austin Peay, 28-6, at San-
ford Stadium, extending the nation’s longest home winning streak to 33 
games in front of a sellout crowd of 93.033 and a national television audi-
ence on ESPN+.
 Running backs Chauncey Bowens and Nate Frazier rushed for a pair 
of touchdowns each to help lift Georgia over the Governors, an FCS pro-
gram. Quarterback Gunner Stockton was 26 of 34 passing for 227 yards, 
and Georgia’s rushing trio of Frazier, Bowens and Dwight Phillips, Jr., com-
bined for 180 yards on 32 carries.
 The Bulldogs were denied by Austin Peay at the 1-yard line on five 
straight plays to end the first half, keeping the score 14-3. Late in the third 
quarter and early in the fourth, Georgia’s defense denied the Governors 
on a long series of plays inside the 10, keeping the Bulldog lead at 21-6. 
Georgia then tied a school record with a 99-yard touchdown drive that was 
capped by a win-sealing Frazier 1-yard rush.
 The kickoff was moved up an hour to 2:30 p.m. because of thunder-
storms that were expected to pass through Athens later in the afternoon. 
Those storms arrived in the region as the first half was ending. Per SEC 
rules, play was halted for 30 minutes whenever there was a lightning strike 
within eight miles of the stadium — and the clock reset after each subse-
quent strike.
 Georgia committed its first turnover of the season on its opening drive, 
a Frazier fumble near midfield that Peay cornerback Ellis Ellis, Jr., recov-
ered. The Bulldog defense quickly forced a punt, so no harm was done, and 
the Georgia offense got right back to work on its second drive. Bowens put 
UGA ahead 7-0 with two-yard rush with 5:55 left in the first quarter.
 On the ensuing Peay drive, Georgia linebacker Chris Cole got the 
sophomore’s first career sack, for a loss of eight yards. Later, after Peay 
was forced to punt, Frazier ran the ball in from the 2 for his first touchdown 
of the season and a 14-0 lead. 
 The Governors connected on a 44-yard field goal by Carson Smith to 
cut the lead to 14-3 with 9:08 remaining. After the two-hour delay during 
halftime, Georgia immediately got a defensive stop, and then the offense 
drove 60 yards for a touchdown. Bowens’ 14-yard rush made it 21-3 lead 
with 10:54 left in the third.
 Georgia’s next possession ended with a fumble by wideout London 
Humphreys, and the Govs turned that into a 43-yard field goal, making it 
21-6 with 5:51 to go in the third. After the Bulldogs’ big defensive stop inside 
the 10 late in the third and early in the fourth, Georgia went 99 yards to put 
the game away on Frazier’s score. Linebackers CJ Allen and Raylen Wilson

• It was a career day for sophomore running back Chauncey Bowens, who 

scored the first two touchdowns of his career and ran for a career-high 
56 yards on 11 carries. He ran the ball five times on Georgia’s 10-play 
drive that put UGA up 7-0, scoring from the 2-yard line.

• Senior wide receiver Colbie Young was QB Gunner Stockton’s top target, 
catching seven passes for 76 yards. Junior London Humphreys was 
second with three catches for 29. Stockton completed his first 10 pass-
es in the game, finishing 26 of 34 for 227 yards.

• A marathon touchdown drive of 99 yards, the seventh time a Georgia 
team has done that, ended with a 1-yard Nate Frazier rush and a 28-6 
lead with 5:39 remaining. The 17-play drive lasted 8:43, the second-lon-
gest touchdown drive in program history.

• Offensive linemen Jahzare Jackson and Michael Uini made their first ca-
reer starts, while cornerback Daylen Everette returned to the starting 
lineup after missing the opener with an injury.

• Punter Brett Thorson, a 2024 All-American, made his 2025 debut against 
the Governors. After suffering a major knee injury in last season’s SEC 
Championship Game, Thorson missed the College Football Playoffs 
and was held out of the opener against Marshall. In his first outing, 
Thorson punted four times, for a 43.8-yard average, and had one 
downed at the 4-yard line.

• The captains for the Austin Peay game were quarterback Gunner Stock-
ton, wideout Colbie Young, linebacker Raylen Wilson and safety KJ 
Bolden. Georgia won the toss and elected to receive, something the 
Bulldogs hadn’t done after winning the toss since 2023.

Coach Kirby Smart said… 
“I really thought we came out of the delay with some juice. It was cool out, 
the music was good, the fans were excited, players were excited, it wasn’t 
near as hot. We came out and got a three-and-out, came down to score, 
and seized the momentum, so I was really proud of our guys for that.”

 KNOXVILLE, Tenn. — At the end of a back-and-forth game Saturday 
afternoon at Neyland Stadium, Georgia running back Josh McCray scored 
on a 1-yard run in overtime to lift No. 6 Georgia to a 44-41 win over No. 
15 Tennessee in front of a sellout crowd of 101,915, along with a national 
television audience on ABC.
 The SEC opener for both teams featured nearly 1,000 yards of of-
fense, with Georgia gaining 502 and Tennessee 496. Quarterback Gunner 
Stockton finished 23 of 31 passing for 304 yards and two touchdowns, and 
the Georgia rushing attack piled up 198 yards on the ground. Defensively, 
linebacker CJ Allen had a team-high 11 tackles, and defensive backs Jo-
enel Aguero and KJ Bolden each had interceptions.
 Tennessee quarterback Joey Aguilar capped the Vols’ opening drive 
with a 4-yard touchdown run. The Bulldogs answered with their own im-
pressive drive, beginning with a 45-yard completion from Stockton to Colbie 
Young. Stockton later hit Zachariah Branch for 10 yards, and capped the 
drive with a 6-yard touchdown run.
 The Vols’ next drive ended after two plays, on a 72-yard touchdown 
pass from Aguilar to Chris Brazzell II. Tennessee later took a 21-7 lead on 
Aguilar’s 14-yard touchdown pass to Brazzell with 3:37 left in the first.
 Georgia responded with a nine-play, 72-yard drive that included a 
Stockton pass to Branch for a first down on fourth-and-3 at the Bulldog 48. 
Later, Stockton threw a screen pass to Branch that the wideout turned into 
a 36-yard touchdown, cutting the UT lead to 21-14. Late in the first half, the 
Bulldogs drove down to the Tennessee 2-yard line before having to settle 
for a Peyton Woodring 20-yard field goal.
 Georgia opened the second half with a 14-play drive to take a 24-21 
lead, scoring on a 1-yard McCray touchdown. Late in the third, Georgia’s 
defense produced another interception, this time by Bolden. Woodring’s 48-
yard field goal made it 27-21 Bulldogs.
 The Vols answered with a 56-yard touchdown pass from Aguilar to 
Brazzell, putting Tennessee back in front. Woodring’s 24-yard field goal 
gave Georgia the lead, 30-28, with 12:20 remaining in the game.
 Tennessee regained lead on a 32-yard pass from Aguilar to Braylon 
Staley with 11:01 to play. The Volunteers then stripped Stockton, recovering 
the ball at the Georgia 34. Tennessee turned the turnover into 3 points on 
Gilbert’s 48-yard field goal, pushing its lead to 38-30.
 Georgia tied the game with 2:32 to go when, facing fourth-and-6, 
Stockton hit Humphreys for a 28-yard touchdown. On the 2-point conver-
sion attempt, Stockton found Branch on the left side, making it 38-38. Ten-
nessee had time to drive down to the Georgia 25 and set Gilbert up for the 
game-winning score, but he missed from 43 yards out.
 Tennessee got the ball first in OT and was held to a 42-yard Gilbert 
field goal. Nate Frazier ran left for 21 yards down to the 4 on the Bulldogs’ 
first play of overtime, and McCray score the game-winner.

 ATHENS, Ga. — In front of a sellout crowd of 93,033 Saturday night 
at Sanford Stadium and a national television audience on ABC, No. 17 Al-
abama handed fifth-ranked Georgia its first home loss since 2019, 24-21, 
snapping the longest win streak in the FBS at 33 games.
 Alabama stopped the Bulldogs on fourth down at the Crimson Tide 8 
with 13:20 remaining in the game to preserve the three-point lead. Georgia 
got 227 yards on the ground, including the first career 100-yard game from 
Chauncey Bowens, who ran for 119, and quarterback Gunner Stockton was 
13 of 20 passing for 130 yards and a touchdown. 
 A year ago, Alabama snapped Georgia’s record 28-game SEC regu-
lar-season game win streak with a victory in Tuscaloosa. On Saturday, the 
Bulldogs had few answers for Alabama’s offense early in the game, and 
then couldn’t quite make enough plays to tie or take the lead after cutting 
the Tide lead to 24-21 with 6:30 left in the third quarter.
 Georgia’s last home loss came on Oct. 12, 2019, a 20-17 double-over-
time defeat against South Carolina. This time around, the Bulldogs never 
led. Alabama out-gained the Bulldogs 397-357, though Georgia averaged 
6.7 yards per play to 5.2 for Bama.
 The Tide took a 7-0 lead by capping a 14-play drive with a 6-yard 
touchdown pass from Ty Simpson to wide receiver Germie Bernard. Ala-
bama later went up 14-0 on a 6-yard Simpson pass to Isaiah Horton.
 Georgia’s offense needed to make something happen, and it did. 
Stockton hit wide receiver Colbie Young wide open on the right side for a 
38-yard touchdown, cutting the lead to 14-7 with 12:48 to go in the half.
 After recovering a fumble at the Georgia 11, Alabama pushed its lead 
to 17-7 with a 24-yard field goal with 8:30 on the clock. Georgia answered 
with a touchdown drive that ended with a 2-yard Bowens run to the left side, 
cutting Alabama’s lead to 17-14 with 2:08 remaining in the half. Earlier in the 
11-play drive, Bowens broke free for a career-long 43-yard rush to the 10.
 Simpson ran the ball in from the 2 for a 24-14 Tide lead with 34 sec-
onds left in the half. At the break, Alabama had a 262-196 lead in total 
offense and an 18:35-11:25 lead in time of possession.
 The Tide got the ball to start the second half and came away empty 
on the drive after Conor Talty missed a 43-yard field-goal attempt. Georgia 
took over at its 26-yard line and got a 43-yard reverse run from wideout 
Dillon Bell to get down to the Tide 25. The Bulldogs later scored on Josh 
McCray’s 1-yard rush, cutting the lead to 24-21 with 6:30 left in the third.
 Early in the fourth quarter, on fourth-and-1 at the Tide 8, Cash Jones 
was stopped for a loss of 3. Georgia’s offense later got the ball back, but it 
wasn’t able to get into field-goal range. Alabama the ball back at its 12 with 
3:19 remaining and was able to run out the clock and hand the Bulldogs a 
rare home loss.

 ATHENS, Ga. — Georgia quarterback Gunner Stockton rushed for a 
pair of touchdowns and threw for one more in the No. 12-ranked Bulldogs’ 
35-14 win over Kentucky on Saturday afternoon. It was a dominating perfor-
mance in front of a Homecoming crowd of 93,033 at Sanford Stadium and 
a national television audience on ABC.
 Stockton and wide receiver Dillon Bell each had a pair of rushing 
touchdowns, and the Bulldog offense piled up 425 yards of offense. Stock-
ton, who sat out the fourth quarter, finished 15 of 23 passing for 196 yards 
and ran for 48 yards on six attempts.
 The Bulldogs converted nine of their first 10 third-down attempts and 
finished with a 33:38-26:22 advantage in time of possession. The defense 
held the Wildcats to 270 yards — about a quarter of them coming after 
Georgia went up 35-7 and started sitting its starters — and forced two turn-
overs. Linebacker CJ Allen had six tackles, including a sack and two for 
loss; he also forced and recovered a fumble in the third quarter
 After getting behind early in its previous two games, the Bulldogs got 
the ball to start the game against Kentucky and Stockton put the Bulldogs 
ahead with a 7-yard scramble and score.
 Georgia began its next drive at its 4-yard line. A Stockton pass to Lon-
don Humphreys for 18 yards moved the ball to the 22, and that was later 
followed by a 11-yard pass play to Nate Frazier. A 19-yard Stockton run on 
third-and-2 moved the ball to the Kentucky 29, and on the next play, the 
quarterback hit Humphreys for 17 yards plus a penalty on Kentucky. Two 
plays later, Stockton ran the ball in untouched for a 14-0 lead.
 The Wildcats went 75 yards in four plays and scored on a 29-yard 
touchdown pass from Cutter Boley to tight end Josh Kattus to cut the Geor-
gia lead to 14-7. Kentucky got the ball back soon after on an interception, 
but the Georgia defense forced a three-and-out to avoid any damage.
 Georgia’s next drive ended with a 60-yard Brett Thorson punt that 
Humpreys downed at the Kentucky 1-yard line. The Bulldog defense then 
forced their third three-and-out of the half. Bell then wrapped up the ensuing 
drive with a 3-yard score. His rush was Georgia’s 23rd of the half, for 134 
yards and three scores.
 Allen forced and recovered a fumble on Kentucky’s drive to open the 
second half, giving the Bulldog offense the ball at the Wildcat 38. Two plays 
later, Stockton hit tight end Oscar Delp for 36 yards down to the 5. On third 
down from the 3, Bell again ran the ball in untouched, pushing Georgia’s 
lead to 28-7 with 10:54 left in the third.
 The Bulldogs added to their lead later in the third with a 16-yard touch-
down pass from Stockton to running back Cash Jones, making it 35-7 with 
4:23 to play in the quarter.

• Wide receiver Dillon Bell had two carries for 6 yards, which doesn’t sound 

like much. But both of his rushing attempts went for 3-yard touchdowns. 
Bell was also Georgia’s leading receiver with four catches for 68 yards, 
highlighted by a one-handed grab with a defender all over him along the 
left sideline.

• Linebacker CJ Allen has made a ton of big plays in his three seasons 
with the Bulldogs, but Saturday’s forced fumble and subsequent recov-
ery were career firsts. The play was also the Georgia defense’s first 
takeaway via fumble of the season. Allen and Justin Williams led the 
defense with six stops each; Allen also had a pair of tackles for loss, 
including a sack.

• Georgia’s first two drives took the long route to the end zone. The first was 
a 12-play, 75-yard drive that ended with Gunner Stockton’s 7-yard run 
into the end zone. The second covered 96 yards in 13 plays and also 
ended with a Stockton rush, this time from the 6-yard line. The Bulldogs 
got the job done on third down throughout the game, finishing 8 of 12.

• With the win, the Bulldogs improved to 57-6 since 2021, the best record 
in the FBS. Georgia is now 53-5 at Sanford Stadium under coach Kirby 
Smart. This was the program’s ninth straight win on Homecoming.

• The captains for the game were cornerback Daylen Everette, linebacker 
Quintavious Johnson, tight end Lawson Luckie and left tackle Monroe 
Freeling. Kentucky won the toss and elected to defer to the second half, 
so the Bulldogs received the opening kickoff.

Coach Kirby Smart said… 
“It feels great. It’s hard to win in the SEC, and you don’t realize that until 
you’re in it. It’s hard to go on the road and win, and our guys came out with 
good juice today. I think we scored the first two or three drives — rhat was 
big, setting the tone; getting off the field some on defense was huge. I think 
that’s a big success and a big step in the right direction for us.”
