Fast Facts On The Georgia-MSU Series

*Fifth-ranked Georgia (7-1, 5-1 SEC) and host MSU (5-4, 1-4 SEC) are coming off wins when
they meet in Starkville Saturday at noon ET. Last Saturday in Jacksonville, the Bulldogs rallied
for a 24-20 victory over Florida while MSU captured its first league win by beating Arkansas
38-35 in Fayetteville.

*Georgia leads the series 21-6. Last year in Athens, Georgia posted 605 yards of total offense in a
41-31 win for its fifth straight victory over MSU. Georgia’s last visit to Starkville came in 2022,
and the Red and Black Bulldogs came home with a 45-19 win.

*Georgia is averaging 32.5 points a game while MSU comes in with a 33.2 average.

*The Bulldogs are allowing just 19.6 points a game while MSU surrenders 24.7 points a game.
*MSU’s defense leads the SEC with 11 interceptions while the Bulldogs have tallied four.

“Hard To Kill”

*Georgia has trailed early and late in five of its SEC games this year, and it is 4-1 in those contests.
The Bulldogs have rallied to beat No. 15 Tennessee and Auburn on the road, No. 5 Ole Miss in
Athens, and most recently, won their fifth straight over Florida in Jacksonville.

*Georgia blanked then No. 17 Alabama and Auburn in the second half while Kentucky’s lone
second half score came on a 23-yard drive with 1:51 left in the contest and the Bulldogs up 35-7.
Trailing 35-26, Georgia outscored No. 5 Ole Miss 17-0 in the 4th quarter in its 43-35 win. Against
Florida, Georgia fell behind 20-17 early in the 4th quarter and took the lead for good with 4:36 left.
*The only league contest where Georgia led wire-to-wire was a 35-14 win over Kentucky while
the only comeback that fell short came to No. 17 Alabama 24-21 in Athens that ended what at the
time was an FBS-leading 33-game home winning streak.

Playing With FPE (Fire, Passion & Energy)

*One of Georgia’s main themes during the preseason and now in 2025 will be to play with “FPE.”
*Fifty-four percent of Georgia’s roster consists of players in their first or second season here.
*The Bulldog defense has posted 14 scoreless quarters this season. Opponents have scored 96
points in the first half and just 58 in the second half of regulation.

*Redshirt junior quarterback Gunner Stockton is in his first season as a starter, and he has accounted
for 19 TDs (12 passing, 7 rushing). He leads the SEC and is 10th nationally in Completion Percentage
(69.4). He had a streak of 157 consecutive passing attempts without an INT end in the UK game.
*Stockton helped Georgia pass its first SEC road start, leading the Bulldogs to a 44-41 win in
overtime against No. 15 Tennessee in front of a crowd of 101,915. Georgia trailed five different
times including in OT. At Auburn, he rallied the Bulldogs in the second half to a 20-10 victory. He
sparked Georgia’s comeback against No. 5 Ole Miss with a perfect second half, going 12-for-12
for 135 yards and 3 TDs in a 43-35 victory.

*Due to injuries, Georgia has started six different offensive line units this season.

*In the win over Kentucky, the Bulldogs started a pair of true freshmen offensive lineman (Juan
Gaston Jr., and Dontrell Glover) for the first time since 2008. Georgia posted 425 yards of total
offense and did not allow a sack. Overall, nine different Bulldogs have started on the line this year.
*Against No. 17 Alabama, the Bulldogs rushed for 227 yards on 33 carries for a 6.9 average while
UA registered two sacks. With 13:25 left in the contest, Georgia was in position to tie or take its first
lead of the night when it turned it over on downs at the UA 11 and eventually lost by three points.

SMART Football

*Kirby Smart is in his 10th season at the helm of his alma mater with a 112-20 mark. He is one
of only two active coaches (Dabo Swinney, Clemson) with multiple national championships.
*Smart has the most FBS wins by a coach in his first 10 seasons in the modern era. The previous
best was Bob Stoops who went 109-24 at Oklahoma from 1999-2008.

*Georgia is 38-3 in its last 41 SEC regular season games.

*Georgia is the only team in the CFP-era to win back-to-back national titles, doing it in 2021-2022.
*In 2024, the Bulldogs made their fourth straight appearance in the SEC Championship Game
(SECCQG) and seventh overall trip under Smart. After a 22-19 overtime win over then No. 2 Texas,
the Bulldogs claimed their 15th SEC title in school history and the No. 2 seed in the CFP.

*In the win over the No. 5 Rebels, OM finished with just 88 yards.
*AU tallied 140 yards on 36 attempts led by QB Jackson Arnold (55 yards).
*No. 15 UT came in averaging 252.5 rushing yards and 605 yards of total of-
fense/game; UT posted 125 rushing yards (34 att.) and 496 yards of total offense.
*No. 17 UA was limited to 117 yards (38 att.) for a 3.1 average while UK
averaged 188 yards and finished with only 45 yards on 22 attempts.
*Redshirt junior Christen Miller and juniors Jordan Hall and Gabe Harris
Jr., are the veterans up front. Miller had two tackles and three QB pressures
versus No. 15 UT. Hall battled leg injuries last year that limited him to six
games. He made his first career start in the 2025 opener against Marshall and
tied his career-high with four stops versus No. 17 UA. However, Hall injured
his leg in the first series versus UF.

Dooley Field At Sanford Stadium Quick Facts

*Named for the late Dr. S. V. Sanford, former president of the University and
Chancellor of the University system.

*An overflow crowd of 30,000 saw the stadium’s first game on October 12,
1929, when Yale University made its only trip South. Georgia won the now famous
game when a young sophomore end from Macon, Vernon “Catfish” Smith, scored
all 15 of the Bulldogs’ points. Final score, Georgia 15, Yale 0.

*Through the years, the stadium has experienced various projects including
adding lights at fiel level, double-decking the stands, closing in the West End, building
SkySuites on both sides, work to Reed Plaza and renovating the West End Zone.

*Sanford Stadium played host to the medal round of the 1996 Olympic men’s
and women’s soccer, watched y over 3 billion people around the world on television.

*Prior to Georgia’s 2019 home opener, the playing field at Sanford Stadium
was formally renamed in honor of Vince Dooley, the Bulldogs’ all-time winningest
head coach. Dooley served as head football coach of the Bulldogs from 1964 through
1988 and director of athletics from 1979 to 2004. As head coach, he won 201 games,
one national championship and six SEC championships.

Mascot Facts And More About Uga XI, a.k.a “Boom”

*Georgia’s Uga has established himself as the nation’s most well-known mas-
cot. The line of pure white English bulldogs, which epitomizes everything Georgia,
has been owned by the Frank W. “Sonny” Seiler family of Savannah, Ga., since
Uga [ first graced the campus in 1956. Currently, Uga XI, aka “Boom” is in his
third season with a record of 31-5.

*Boom is the 11th solid white English Bulldog to serve as Georgia’s mascot
since the line began in 1956 courtesy of the Seiler family of Savannah. In the off-
season, Boom resides with his family in Savannah.

*Through the years, Uga has been defined by his spiked collar, a symbol of the
position which he holds. He was given his name, an abbreviation for the universi-
ty, by William Young of Columbus, a law school classmate of Seiler. Each of the
Uga mascots is awarded a varsity letter in the form of a plaque, identical to those
presented to all Bulldog athletes who letter in their respective sports.

*As determined and published by the Pitt Press, the University of Georgia is
the only major college that actually buries its mascots within the confines of the sta-
dium. Ugas I-IX are buried in marble vaults near the main gate in the embankment
of the South stands. Epitaphs to the dogs are inscribed in bronze, and before each
home game, flowers are placed on their graves.

*For the past 20 years, Uga’s jerseys have been custom-made each season
from the same material used for the players’ jerseys. Old jerseys are destroyed.

*Uga’s on-field home is a permanent air conditioned doghouse located next to
the cheerleader’s platform. The custom-made doghouse is a gift from the Bahamian
Bulldog Club of Nassau, Bahamas, through the courtesy of Fred Hazlewood.

Alabama stopped the Bulldogs on fourth down at the Crimson Tide 8
with 13:20 remaining in the game to preserve the three-point lead. Georgia :
got 227 yards on the ground, including the first career 100-yard game from :
Chauncey Bowens, who ran for 119, and quarterback Gunner Stockton was

13 of 20 passing for 130 yards and a touchdown.

A year ago, Alabama snapped Georgia’s record 28-game SEC regu- :
lar-season game win streak with a victory in Tuscaloosa. On Saturday, the
Bulldogs had few answers for Alabama’s offense early in the game, and :
then couldn’t quite make enough plays to tie or take the lead after cutting

the Tide lead to 24-21 with 6:30 left in the third quarter.

Georgia’s last home loss came on Oct. 12, 2019, a 20-17 double-over- :
time defeat against South Carolina. This time around, the Bulldogs never :
led. Alabama out-gained the Bulldogs 397-357, though Georgia averaged :

6.7 yards per play to 5.2 for Bama.

The Tide took a 7-0 lead by capping a 14-play drive with a 6-yard :

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. — The fifth-ranked Georgia football team got :
a 36-yard touchdown run from Chauncey Bowens with 4:36 to play in the
game to rally past Florida, 24-20, Saturday at EverBank Stadium. The sell-
out crowd of 76,770, along with a national television audience on ABC, saw :
the Bulldogs overcome a second-half deficit and survive for the fourth time

in SEC play this season.

Georgia trailed 20-17 midway through the final period when its defense :
got a big stop on fourth-and-1 at the UGA 18-yard line, and the offense :
responded by driving for the go-ahead score. Quarterback Gunner Stock- :
ton was 20-for-29 passing for 223 yards and two touchdowns, and wide :
receiver Zachariah Branch had a big day with 10 catches for 112 yards. :

Linebacker CJ Allen led the defense with 13 tackles.

Georgia got the ball to start the game and moved the 75 yards for a
touchdown and a 7-0 lead. A 12-yard pass from Stockton to wide receiver :
Dillon Bell on third-and-7 at the UGA 28-yard line kept the drive going, and :
the two connected again later to end the drive. On second-and-7 at the Flor- :
ida 8, Stockton hit Bell in the end zone on a quick slant to put the Bulldogs

in front early.

Florida tied the game with 6:32 left in the first quarter on a one-play :
drive, completing a 40-yard touchdown pass from DJ Lagway to Eugene i
Wilson Ill. The Gators got the ball back soon after, when a Stockton pass :
was intercepted by defensive back Devin Moore, giving Florida the ball at
the Georgia 38. The Gators took a 10-7 lead on Trey Smack’s 22-yard field
goal with 3:02 to go in the quarter. The Bulldogs tied the game 10-10 with 12 :
seconds remaining in the first half on Peyton Woodring’s 39-yard field goal. :

After Georgia’s defense forced a three-and-out to open the second
half, the Bulldog offense went 74 yards in five plays and took a 17-10 lead :
on Stockton’s 22-yard touchdown pass to Noah Thomas. Earlier in the
drive, on third-and-5 at the UGA 31, Stockton hit Branch down the middle !

for a 42-yard gain.

The Gators tied the game on the ensuing drive, scoring on a 2-yard
Jadan Baugh run with 3:37 to play in the third quarter. Florida took a 20-17 :

lead with 14:52 left in the game on a 54-yard Smack field goal.

Midway through the fourth, Florida had the ball at the Georgia 18 and
went for it on fourth-and-1. The Bulldogs’ Raylen Wilson and Elijah Griffin :
stopped the run short of the first down, and the offense took the field down

three with 7:54 remaining.

Georgia made the most of the stop, regaining the lead, 24-20, on Bow-
ens’ touchdown run up the middle. Stockton and Branch connected for com-
pletions of 18 and 13 yards on the drive. The Bulldog defense stopped the
Gators again on fourth down on the next drive, with defensive back Ellis :
Robinson IV breaking up a pass on fourth-and-4 at the Florida 31 with 3:13

to play. Georgia was then able to run out the clock and secure the win.

Coach Kirby Smart said... :
“Our kids were very resilient. Another night in the SEC. | don’'t know what
else is going on around the country, but when you play in this league, every t . against Georgia, Florida was facing its fifth top-10 opponent, and fourth
game comes down to the last few possessions. | thought we managed that :
well. Played the game, obviously in the fourth, had fourth downs where we

were able to get a stop. That made the difference in the game.”
